WHAT SERVICES DO WE PROVIDE
We are a highly specialised service that operates across acute 
and community settings ensuring that patients are able to access 
venues closer to home.
· NURSE LED CLINICS.
The Integrated Respiratory Service also provides a range of Nurse led clinics. These are held in several areas including Royal Blackburn Hospital, Burnley General Hospital, St Peters Centre, Accrington PALS, Bacup PHCC and Clitheroe Hospital.

Nurse led services include:
· General Respiratory clinics.

· Nebuliser assessment clinics.

· Omalizumab Injection clinics.

· Hypertonic saline and nebulised antibiotic clinics.

· Ambulatory Oxygen assessment clinics.
· Long term oxygen assessment clinics.

· WARD REVIEWS.
All patients that are admitted to hospital with any respiratory disease are reviewed by the Respiratory Nurses and a plan of care is agreed with the patient and the medical staff to assist with discharges planning.
· OXYGEN ASSESSMENTS.
The Integrated Respiratory Service provides assessments for patients who may require Short Burst Oxygen Therapy (SBOT), Ambulatory Oxygen Therapy (AOT), and Long Term Oxygen Therapy (LTOT). This service is also received by Blackburn with Darwen patients who require LTOT. The service is responsible for ensuring all patients who receive oxygen therapy have signed a consent, are reviewed at home for safety and in clinic for reassessment, given verbal and written safety advice and are supported through oxygen removal.
· PULMONARY REHABILITATION.
This service provides a self management programme for patients who have a diagnosis of COPD and have an MRC score of 3 or above.  It is important that patients are motivated to embrace the lifestyle change. Patients have an initial assessment at a venue close to their home, and if suitable they are booked onto a 10 week programme.  During the 10 weeks, patients undertake a gentle exercise programme with progression if appropriate, and education around self management. Pulmonary Rehabilitation assessments and group sessions are held in St Peters Centre, Yarnspinners Nelson, Accrington PALS, Acorn Centre Accrington, Bacup PHCC and Clitheroe Hospital.
